It is great to see people getting out
and about after an odd winter. I am see-
ing folks fishing our big reservoirs and
lakes throughout the region. Spring is a
great time of year when more and more
fisheries begin to happen. Better dust off
the tackle box and get your boat ready
to go.

The forecast for last weekend was for
rain and wind but it didn’t dampen the
spirits of the anglers that fished in the
annual Quincy Chamber of Commerce
Trout Derby. Over 100 people registered
for the event that took place on
Burke and Quincy lakes. Fishing
at these lakes has been good since
the March 1st opener and was ex-
cellent during the derby. Quincy
Lake was the most productive for
anglers this year. Thanks to the
local Aikins Market, Raceway
Technologies, Pepsi and Vantage
Data Centers, $3,600 worth of
big rainbow were added for the
derby.

The fish
was about 16 inches long and was almost
square. It had a deep girth and was very
chunky. We got our lines out again and
continued to troll a variety of shallow
running Rapalas. We trolled and trolled,
but never got another hit. We were all
surprised. Conditions seemed perfect
and we are used to catching lots of rain-
bow at this time of year. We’ll be back,
though. The traditional good rainbow
bite has to happen soon. I look forward

to walleye fishing at the upper
end, and there are lots of smallmouth
bass in Billy Clapp, too. This week’s
photo is of Dennis with his fish.

On a previous trip to Rufus Woods a
couple of anglers stopped by to say hi,
when I was fishing with my friends at
the middle net pens. They said they were
fishing at the “Greenhouse” access on
the reservoir. They had caught their lim-
its of fish like the ones we were getting,
but one of the anglers next to them got
a 22 pounder, fishing a jig. I wondered
where they were talking about and on
the way out we passed the sign for the
Colville Tribal Greenhouse.

Not only is
it one of the most scenic places to fish in
Washington, but it also has terrific fish-
ing for a variety of species. If you hav-
en’t tried Banks you may want to plan a
trip on April 12 through the 14th. That’s
when the annual Reel Recreation Banks
Lake Triple Fish Challenge fishing derby
is scheduled. This is a very family friend
derby with special emphasis on making

sure the youngsters have a great time.

On Friday, there’s a special

“pond” set up and Pacific

Seafoods loads it up with

rainbow trout for the kids to

catch. On Saturday partici-
pants head out to catch bass,
walleye, whitefish, and trout
to be entered into the derby.
Fishing continues on Sunday
and concludes with a weigh in.
Then winners for catches made
on both Saturday and Sunday
are awarded their prizes. The
aim of the derby is to get fam-
ilies involved in fishing, and
the derby is a fun way to do it.
To learn more about the Banks
Lake Triple Fish Challenge, just
Google Real Recreation and
check out their website. You can
even register for the event on the
site.

HOLD THAT SMOKE:
WHY WE CALL BURN BANS - PART 2

a

Wood stove smoke is the primary cause of air pollution in Washington during
winter.

Today, everyone is painfully aware of the air pollution
caused by wildfire smoke during our lengthening summers.
But you may not know as much about the other polluting
smoke that happens in our state during the opposite time
of the year. It comes from wood stoves, fireplaces, and
other wood-burning appliances.

The Art (and Science) of Calling a Burn Ban

Winter burn bans are usually needed in October through
March, with weather conditions determining how far into
spring the burn ban season lasts.

Burn bans occur in two stages*:

Stage 1:
¢ No use of uncertified wood stoves or fireplaces are
allowed.
¢ No outdoor burning, agricultural, or forest burning is
allowed.

Stage 2:
e No burning indoors or outdoors is allowed.

*Anyone using wood as their only source of heat can con-
tinue to burn, no matter the stage.

Ecology calls burn bans in the 17 counties in Washington
with no local clean air agency. With the exception of San
Juan County, all of these counties are located on the east-
side of the state. Local clean air agencies call burn bans in
counties under their jurisdiction, and the EPA calls burn
bans on Tribal reservations.

Incentives to trade out and turn in

Ecology and local clean air agencies provide funding to
incentivize people to upgrade older, more polluting wood
stoves for newer ones at turn-in and trade-out events.

Ecology regularly holds events in areas at risk of exceed-
ing National Ambient Air Quality Standards for PM2.5.
This year, we will provide $400 to any Stevens County
resident who wants to turn in and replace their inefficient
wood stove. Other counties hold events where residents
can trade out an old stove in return for a steep discount
on a new, certified wood stove, or another even cleaner
pellet, natural gas, propane, or electric stove.

“In Stevens County, wood stoves are many people’s only
source of heat - you can'’t just take them away,” explains
Janice Batchelor, community outreach and environmental
education specialist in Ecology’s Eastern Region Office.
“Instead, we hold these fun events every year to help peo-
ple get a more efficient, certified stove.”

Likewise, burn bans are intended to bring positive
change.

“The burn ban is in place because the air quality is get-
ting poor and affecting everyone in their community,” says
Rossow. “If people comply with our burn bans, that helps
the whole community.”

BUYER BEWARE

Classified ads are a great way to sell something,
find something or hire a contractor to do needed
work around your home or business. Sadly, our
advertisers cannot always trust the individuals
who respond to their ads. It has come to our
attention that there are scammers out there who
respond to ads with the sole intention of de-
ceiving the advertiser. Typically these scams are
actually generated by automated bots. Here are a
few things to look out for:

When selling something:

Scammers typically text & ask what your final
price is. They will then ask you if you can ship the
item. In return, they tell you that they will send a
cashier’s check with some extra money added in
to cover shipping. Do not fall for this.

Accepting cash for items is the best bet. For large
purchases, meeting at the buyer’s financial insti-
tution for the payment is encouraged.

Where to meet:

If you are unsure of a buyer or seller, ask them to
meet you at the local police station or S.C.O.P.E.
office, or a public location such as a grocery store
parking lot. People who don’t have anything to
hide will be agreeable to that type of meeting
spot.

Who to hire:

If you are looking for a contractor to fix or build
something, make sure they are licensed & bond-
ed. This can be verified on the Washington State
Labor & Industries contractor site. Do not pay in
advance for any services or materials until you
have a signed contract. Many contractors ask
for half the money in advance & the remainder
when the job is done. It is good to verify that the
individual does, indeed, still work for the compa-
ny they are representing. It is also a good idea to
ask for references. Most contractors are happy to
pass on names and phone numbers of customers
that can verify their work.

HONDA TO NASCAR? From Northwest Motorsports News Services

The NASCAR Cup Series may have a
new player on the track in the near-future?

Long rumored to be taking the technolo-
gy it has developed for the IndyCar Series,
Honda appears to be closer to go fender rac-
ing according to www.BeyondTheFlag.com
reported March 19.

Sports Business Journal’s Adam Stern re-
ported that NASCAR COO Steve O’Don-
nell says negotiations to add a new man-
ufacturer or competition are “heating up”.
He added that a person familiar with the
matter stated how NASCAR has remained
in discussion with Honda, the source re-
ports.

Exactly when this move may occur has
no real timetable. But an indicator might be
Honda’s IndyCar contract expiring in 2026
leaving the door open for a possible stock
car entry.

Talks with the OEM have gone on for
years, including in 2020, when rumblings
about Richard Petty Motorsports switching
to the Japanese auto manufacturer were re-
ported, the story indicated.

Toyota was the last manufacturer to come
to the NASCAR Cup Series and that was
a couple of decades ago in 2007 joining
Dodge, Ford, and Chevrolet. Dodge de-
parted in 2012.

“As part of our role managing Ameri-
can Honda’s Motorsports programs, we

need to investigate all forms of motorsport
here in the U.S., and as a part of that pro-
cess, educate ourselves on what race fans
are looking for,” Honda & Acura Motor-
sports Manager Chuck Schifsky wrote in
an email.

“With that said, we have nothing new to
report in terms of our future motorsport di-
rection,” he added.

Honda is notable for its cutting-edge re-
search and use developing both electric and
hydrogen, both technologies NASCAR is
exploring.

www.BeyondTheflag.com also reports
RFK Racing owner Brad Keselowski
reached out to Dodge about a possible
return in 2022, but those talks have not
moved forward.
